Kim updated the group on the upcoming plan to increase participation in the Positive Response plan. Kim
shared some details regarding the campaign as well as some successes seen in other states.

Josh shared that there is currently a credit with LinkedIn that could be used.

Kevin suggested that each stakeholder reach out to their groups saying that this campaign is coming to help
increase participation.

Jessica suggested some kind of focus group to help identify what hesitations exist. Frank suggested the
UCCs could be a good resource for this.

Frank shared information on coverage area for members. This has decreased over the passed few years. The
average size of ITIC polygons has dropped from over 665,000 to just over 154,000. This is one of the largest
factors in decreased revenue.

Frank also shared that he is working on a report reflecting the effect of exemptions on revenue impact.
Frank shared some history on the creation of the laws and how that pertained to the exemptions. Discussion
followed.

Frank reminded the group that for those who are attending the CGA next week, please stop by the OCC
booth.

OUNC Billing & Aging Report: All Board Members have been emailed copies of the billing reports for
the current month.



Treasurer Report: Alba Vogland- Alba and Josh updated the board on the current treasurer’s report.

Revised budget (approved last month) has been updated in Google Sheets

We are still awaiting findings from TBC on a ~$200 variance in the 2022 final budget for
closeout.

We are awaiting QuickBooks files from TBC in response to audit recommendation.

Reserve policy is being addressed in Policy and Procedures Committee, next step is determining a
path forward on replenishing the balance to the amount agreed upon.

We are moving forward with the competitive Invitation to Bid process for accounting and payroll
services this month. While there may be long term cost savings, there could be short term cost
considerations as well.

After an inquiry, Paychex reduced our monthly payroll costs by 40% and is waiving the
processing fee for the next two payrolls in response to delayed processing this month.
Experienced issues with credit card late payment but TBC is absorbing the cost of late fees; also
difficulty in aligning payment dates so both cards are on the same cycle.

Oregon Administrative Rules (OAR’S) & Tariff: Jessica Epley- Jessica shared that the group met.

Jessica made a motion to add language to OAR 952-001-0050(2):
OAR 952-001-0050 (2) The notice requirement of section (1) of this rule does not apply if the excavation
is in response to an emergency, is made with non-invasive tools within a defined enclosure (i.e. valve
and meter boxes and vault(s) that does not exceed the depth of the structure, or if all of the following
apply:

e The excavator is a tenant or an owner of private property;

e The excavation is on private property of that owner or tenant;
e The excavation is less than 12 inches in depth; and
e The excavation is not within an established easement.

Micah seconded. yote record 4-12-23-02

Jessica made a motion to recommendation to revise language in OAR 952-001-0010 (10):
OAR 952-001-0010 (10) “Large area” means a project that exceeds seven hundred fifty linear feet.
Jaimie seconded. vote record 4-12-23-03

Discussion was had in regards to OAR 952-001-0040. This will go back to the committee.

Jessica made a motion to strike ORS 757.552(2)(c) to read,

Adopt rules according to ORS chapter 183 that regulate the notification and marking of underground
facilities to prevent damage to underground facilities. The rules, insofar as is practicable, shall be consistent
with the Oregon Utilities Coordinating Council Standards Manual of March 31, 1995.
